
The Borderland Humane Society   

encourages animal owners to spay or neu-

ter their pets.  On April 1st BHS was able to 

offer, with assistance from Animal Allies of 

Duluth, the opportunity for citizens who 

need help to get their pets fixed.  Owners 

dropped off their pet in its’ own kennel on 

Wednesday evening at the Holding Facility,  

at which time BHS volunteers assisted the 

owners in completing intake procedures. 

Information as to vaccinations and health 

records was obtained and information 

about the procedure to be done and poss-

ible risks provided.  Families were able to 

watch as their pets socialized with volun-

teers and other animals and prepared for 

their “sleepover.”  BHS volunteers met a 

group of volunteers from the vet’s office in 

Duluth at 4:00 a.m. on Thursday, when the   

animals were loaded into the van which 

had been brought to the Falls to pick them 

up and bring them back again on Friday.  

A total of 24 animals were spayed or neu-

tered; eighteen of which belonged to pri-

vate owners  The event was a great suc-

cess, there were no animal altercations, 

lessons were learned, and a second trip 

will be made on June 1st.   

Persons who cannot afford to have 

their pet spayed or neutered are urged to 

contact the BHS for assistance.  A $50 

voucher may be given for use at a partici-

pating veterinarian of their choice to help 

defray the cost of this surgery.  Having 

your pet spayed or neutered reduces the 

cat and dog overpopulation, which is the 

only ethical solution that will have a long-

term effect.  Increasing the number of an-

imals sterilized will reduce the number of 

animals born and will, therefore, reduce 

the number of animals entering a shelter.  

This in turn will reduce animal control 

costs.  Reducing the number of animals 

born will benefit public health and safety.  

For example, a reduction in surplus ani-

mals will mean a reduction in cats and 

dogs running loose, animals causing traf-

fic hazards, quarantines, animal bites, an-

imal fights, barking complaints, dog drop-

pings, etc.

Stories of animals that come in with eyes 

that say something to BHS members and vo-

lunteers - if only they could talk!  President 

Nikki Turenne expressed thanks for the 

hard work of the UHG Committee and their 

commitment to the welfare of animals and 

continued support.  She shared with the au-

dience what BHS represents to the City and 

County and the mission and goals that we 

have.

Please be sure you pet is wearing a collar with an 
identification tag.  They escape and/or get lost 
so easily and an ID tag will help the finder to 
find you.  Microchips are also good and the local 
veterinarians have scanners for reading them.   

Without identification your pet will have to 
spend time in quarantine and be subjected to 
vaccinations that may be unnecessary.  NOTE:  
An animal wandering around is not necessarily 
lost.  Keep an eye on it for a day or two before 
reporting it.  

A microchip reader would be very useful at 

the Holding Facility.

You might be tempted to give your 

canine pal a special treat or two occa-

sionally. As tempting as it is to sneak him a 

piece of chocolate or let him lick the pudding bowl, 

don't give in. Sugar is high in calories and choco-

late is toxic for dogs.  

If you choose commercial treats, stick to those that are low in 

sugar, sodium, and fat. Better yet, try substituting healthier 

treats in their place. You might be surprised how much your 

dog likes them.  

Dogs, like humans, enjoy a range of taste sensations: They 

especially love crunchy, sweet, and savory snacks. Here are 5 

delicious choices that can easily be found in a typical kitchen. 

Carrots: Bite-size baby carrots are a good choiceðor slice 

whole carrots into two-inch sticks.  

Baked canned dog food: Choose your dog's favorite food, 

slice it, and bake at 350°F until crispy. 

Popcorn: Be sure to hold the butter and salt. Goes great when 

you and your dog are watching your favorite pooch flick. 

Green Beans: Choose either frozen, raw, or canned no-salt-

added green beans. 

Chunks of apple and banana: Many dogs love the taste of 

fruit. Just slice and serve. 

Remember, your dog can't open the pantry or freezer to get 

himself a snack. What he eats is up by you. So choose wisely. 

As always, make sure treats don't make up more than 10% of 

your dog's daily caloric intake. And keep in mind that treats 

don't always need to be the edible variety: your dog will also 

love a new chew toy or an extra long game of fetch. 

Sensible treats will also make a huge difference in your dogôs 

oral health.   Research shows that at around the age of two 

70% of cats and 80% of dogs have some sign of dental dis-

ease.  Problems usually start with a buildup of sticky plaque 

that hardens to form tartar.  If not removed, this can lead to 

gingivitis, a painful condition of inflamed gums, and eventually 

periodontal disease.  Pets may lose teeth and be prone to in-

fections that may affect other organs of the body.  

One of the first signs of dental problems is bad breath.  You 

may also notice a sore mouth, difficulty eating, loose teeth or 

tooth loss, pawing or rubbing the mouth, bleeding gums, yellow 

or brown tartar on teeth, and/or dribbling. 

Itôs easy to keep your petôs teeth and gums clean and healthy 

and itôs essential to start when your pet first comes home.  It is 

 best to brush the teeth almost daily and feed a balanced and 

nutritious diet.  The brushing will not be nearly as difficult as 

you might expect if you start early.  Soft foods stick on the 

teeth and decay and should be given only as occasional treats. 

Special pet foods designed to remove plaque and tartar from 

the teeth as the pet bites into them are available through your 

veterinarian.  These foods are nutritionally complete as well.  

They may appear expensive, but you will find that a quality pet 

food has proper amounts of essential protein, fat, fiber, mois-

ture and minerals and is much more efficient than cheaper 

foods.   The pet will not need to eat as much and the droppings 

will be smaller, fewer, and easier to clean up 

The very best thing is that your veterinarian wonôt have to pull 

your petôs teeth because they are too rotted to save.

Members of the Daily Journal helped pack up the 

back of a BHS’s members’ pickup to transport the 

goodies to the food shelf.  The BHS thanks the Dai-

ly Journal for their continued support as well as the 

public for their generous donations during this 

time and making it a “Blessed Holiday” for all.  We 

look forward to having the 4th annual “Pet Food 

Shelf Drive” in 2010.

See the signs: Excessive panting, excess salivation, 

rapid heart rate, vomiting, diarrhea, difficulty 

breathing, and seizures are just a few signs of heat 

stroke or heat exhaustion in pets.  Consider this an 

emergency and get your pet to the vet right away.  

On the way to the hospital, cool the pet with wet 

towels or cool (not cold) water.  

Water, water, and more water.  One of the most es-

sential ways to keep your pet safe in the heat is to 

keep them hydrated.   

Balder may not be better.  Most animals use their 

fur to keep heat in when it’s cold and to keep heat 

OUT when it’s hot.  However, pets with very dark 

coats will absorb a lot of heat and may still benefit 

from being shaved.  Keep in mind that dogs can ac-

tually sunburn, just like us! 

Limit strenuous activities.  Does your dog usually 

join you for your 3-mile run?  The heat may be too 

much for your dog to handle, but you may not know 

it because our canine companions will almost al-

ways try their hardest to keep up.  Use discretion 

and run only in the early morning or late evening 

hours. 

Parked cars are like ovens.  NEVER leave a pet of 

any kind in a parked car during the summer.  In 

general, the inside of the car can reach between 15 

to  20 degrees above the outside temperature in just 

a matter of minutes.  That means 90 degrees (mild 

for Houston summers!) quickly becomes 110 de-

grees and can eventually skyrocket toward the 

130’s.  This spells big trouble for your best friend. 

Keep it cool.  If your pet stays outside, provide 

them with a shady area where they can rest in com-

fort.  Don’t tie them up in a place where they can 

get wrapped around a tree or other structure that 

leaves them unable to reach shade or water.  Also 

beware of confining them to concrete areas.  The 

ground can burn their paws! 

What’s the worst that could happen?  The heat is a 

serious matter and it’s possible that your pet could 

suffer irreparable brain damage or even die. 

Water, water and more water…and even MORE 

water.  Yes, it’s so important that it’s on the list 

twice.  Don’t forget! 

Have your pet spayed or neutered, which prevents 

unwanted litters and has many health benefits.   

Take your pet in for a checkup.  Test dogs for 

heartworm and groom pets regularly to check for 

fleas and ticks.
