It will be a whole year since the BHS 

took over the Holding Facility. As of June 23rd 

here is a count of all the animals that have 

come thru the Holding Facility since BHS took 

over July 1st, 2009: 51 cats and 119 dogs were 

taken into the Holding Facility. 7 cats and 74 

dogs were returned to owners (some were   

repeat offenders). 27 cats and 27 dogs were 

adopted.  10 cats and 13 dogs were trans-

ferred into foster care.  2 cats and 1 dog were 

transferred to other facilities, 4 cats were    

euthanized due to kennel distress or feral,  1 

dog died and 1 dog ran away.   Amy Anderson, 

Lead Animal Care Attendant at the Facility 

 

“Another awesome day of teamwork, I'm very proud to 
be a BHS member!!

PLEASE CONSIDER FOSTERING 

Animals are vet checked and vaccinated prior 

to going to foster care.  Veterinary care is paid 

for by BHS.  Animals are to be treated as your 

own until adopted. 

 

Please be sure you pet is wearing a collar with an 

identification tag.  They escape and/or get lost so 

easily and an ID tag will help the finder to find you.  

Microchips are also good and the local veterinarians 

and BHS have scanners for reading them.   

Without identification your pet will have to spend 

time in quarantine and be subjected to vaccinations 

that may be unnecessary.  NOTE:  An animal wander-

ing around is not necessarily lost.  Keep an eye on it 

for a day or two before reporting it.

Tabby Tidbits…..Makes 2 ½ dozen 

¼ cup cornmeal             ¼ cup unbleached flour 

1 egg, beaten slightly     4 tbsp. canned salmon 

1/8 tsp. parsley flakes   2 tbsp. Parmesan cheese 

     In a large bowl combine cornmeal and flour.  

Add egg and stir well.  Add salmon, cheese and 

parsley flakes.  Stir until blended. 

    Knead with your hands until dough is smooth.  

Roll into ¼ inch balls.  Place balls 1 inch apart on 

a greased cookie sheet and bake at 350 for 10-

15 minutes or until center is done.  Cool com-

pletely before serving and store in refrigerator.

   "Bella"  

  
She came into our lives quite unexpectedly.  It 
was last September when I first received a phone 
call from Cindy Meyer.  A series of calls led her to 
me, a ferret owner/lover.  She said that a white 
ferret had been found by a young man (Brian 
Frank?)  It had been running loose in town.  The 
young man rescued the ferret but said it seemed 
injured or something because it's back legs were-
n't working properly.  He had the ferret but was 
not interested in keeping it.  Since the Humane 
Society was not set up to keep ferrets, she asked if 
I would be interested in taking it. 
I had mixed emotions.  I had gone from one ferret 
to three in just the past couple of weeks, I wasn't 
set up for a FOURTH!  I was also somewhat dis-
mayed at the report of its physical condition.  If it 
needed to be "put to sleep", I really didn't want to 
have to be the one to do it.   In spite of my con-
cerns, I agreed to take the ferret and see what 
could be done.  My daughter and her boyfriend 
went to pick it up.  What they came back with was 
an adorable, white, female ferret.  She was ob-
viously weak and malnourished.  Also, as re-
ported, her hind legs were not functioning proper-
ly.  (For the most part she just dragged them be-
hind her.)  She did not appear to be in pain how-
ever, so that was a relief.  In spite of her condi-
tion, to look at her was to love her.  We decided 
right then and there that we would do everything 
we could to save her.  Because she was dainty and 
beautiful, we named her "Bella". 
Ali-Kats loaned us a cage for our "patient".  We 
gave her plenty of good-quality ferret food and 
supplements.  (Thankfully she had a wonderful 
appetite!)  For the first week, she mostly ate and 
slept.   Among other things, she was obviously ex-
hausted. 
Slowly Bella began to come around.  She was 
putting on weight and getting stronger.  She was 
awake for longer periods of time and was showing 
more interest in her surroundings.  Amazingly, 
even the function of her hind legs was improving!  
What tenacity she had!  At this point,  we were 
pretty certain that she was going to be a survivor.  
However, as we began to interact more with her, 
we noticed that she wasn't exhibiting much in the 

way of normal ferret "play" behavior.  In addition, 
she was uncomfortable around the other fer-
rets.       
Much to our delight, over the following weeks and 
months, Bella blossomed.  Not only physically, but 
her personality really began to show through as 
well.  While gentle (she's not a biter), she sure can 
be spunky!  She is much better at holding her own 
with her other ferret buddies as they run, hop, 
jump and climb together, even though she is 
much smaller than they are.  Bella has a good 
"ferret life", thanks to everyone who helped res-
cue her!  We love her dearly and she has been a 
real blessing to our family.

Nix the Skin Itch of 
Summer 
by Dr. Donna Spector 

Does summer present an itchy situation for your pet? Do 
they have a skin rash? Dig their ears? Chew their feet? Rub 
their face against the furniture or floor? Lick or groom in-
cessantly? The culprit can be as simple as flea bites or as 
complicated as pet allergies. While itchy skin disease can 
be present year-round, the skin itch can worsen dramatical-
ly during the warm humid months of summer. 

With warm weather approaching, ask your veterinarian if 
any of the following could be a problem for your pet and 
allow you to best scratch their itch! 

¶ Fleas and other insects. 

Flea bites are the most common source of itchy skin dis-
ease in our pets. Pets that are outside regularly are ex-
posed to fleas, ticks, flies, mosquitoes, spiders and other 
biting insects. Pets that live strictly indoors can get fleas 
too. Cats with fleas itch most severely near the head, whe-
reas dogs itch most severely near their tails. Monthly topical 
flea medicine is recommended for your pet and many home 
flea treatment products exist. Flea control is imperative for 
your pet AND home to successfully get rid of fleas. 

¶ Mites. 

Mites drive pets crazy by causing itchy skin disease such 
as mange, scabies, walking dandruff, nasal and ear infesta-
tions. Mites are very contagious and are a common skin 
disease in animal shelters, boarding and grooming facilities. 
Mites most often affect young animals, but should be sus-
pected if your pet has recently had contact with other pets. 
Treatment is fairly simple and usually involves use of a me-
dication called ivermectin. 

¶ Atopy (inhaled allergies). 

Pets with atopy are often itchy all over and have hair loss 
on their bodies. Cats often develop a skin rash or scabs on 
their head and neck. The skin itch is usually seasonal and 
worse in the warm months. Skin testing is required to con-
firm a diagnosis and treatment options depend on specific 
allergies. Pets are commonly affected by atopy and food 
allergy simultaneously. 

¶ Food Allergies. 

Food allergies in dogs and cats can mimic the skin symp-
toms of atopy. Unlike pets with atopy, pets with food aller-
gies frequently have gastrointestinal problems and the skin 
itch is not related to the warmer season. Treatment involves 
a strict hypoallergenic diet. 

 

 

¶ Skin fold disease. 

Brachycephalic breeds (pets with “pug-like” facial struc-
tures) have excess skin tissue folds around the eyes, mouth 
and other areas, which create warm, moist environments 
for infection. Cleaning the folds with baby or acne wipes 
help keep skin infections under control. If the skin fold prob-
lem is severe, there are surgical options you can discuss 
with your veterinarian. 

¶ Skin infections. 

Bacterial and yeast infection of the skin and ears is often a 
complication in pets with the aforementioned conditions. In 
addition to treating the primary skin disease, these skin in-
fections must be treated in order to successfully rid your pet 
of their skin itch. Skin treatments may include topical, and 
sometimes oral, antibiotics and antifungal medications. 

The Halo Purely For Pets excellent line of pet grooming 
supplies will help naturally soothe your pet's skin itch from 
any cause.. The Healing Salve is a skin treatment that con-
tains natural oils and vitamins to help remedy skin rash and 
even painful hot spots. Ear infection can be caused by pet 
allergies.
